PEOPLE need to design and put
into effect remedial action, so
that they can say with finality:
“We don’t need you!”

The sequence must be—(i) We
don’t NEED you!” which makes
it realistic to say: (ii) We don’t
WANT you!” which combined
with the ability to make WE THE
PEOPLE’S wants effective will
lead to the necessary and sufficient
action: (iii) We won’t HAVE you!”
and finally will yield the desired
result: (iv) We are RID of you!”

If WE THE PEOPLE have the
ability they can give “teeth” to
the desire, take the necessary
action, and thereby accomplish
their goal.

But what will all of this require?

WE THE PEOPLE need to create
actual workable institutions that
take advantage of the political
and legal position THE PEOPLE
hold—i.e., as the ultimate sover-
eigns. WE THE PEOPLE need
to create actual workable institu-
tions that take advantage of the
economic resources THE PEOPLE
command —that THE PEOPLE are
the true source of all real wealth
in this country, and are in actual
physical possession of most of it.

True enough, the Establishment
holds bundles of paper claims to
wealth, many (if not most) of them
generated through the unconstitu-
tional Federal Reserve System.
But the insuperable problem for
the Establishment will be how
to collect on those claims if WE
THE PEOPLE simply refuse to
honor them. Anyone in the paper-
currency racket who doubts that
these claims can be declared
unenforceable should read the
Supreme Court’s decision in Craig
v. Missouri, 29 U.S. (4 Peters) 410
(1830).

WE THE PEOPLE need to create
actual workable institutions that
are politically, economically, and
legally independent of the General
Government:

Institutions that can compete with
the faulty and fraudulent mecha-
nisms that rogue officials in the
General Government have foisted
on this country in the key areas of
economic and political control,
particularly in the areas of (i)
money and banking and (ii) what
is called “homeland security”.

Institutions that can replace these
fraudulent control-mechanisms
with proper means to “establish
Justice, insure domestic Tran-
quility, provide for the common
defense, promote the general
Welfare, and secure the Blessings

of Liberty to ourselves and our
Posterity”. And

Institutions that will enable WE
THE PEOPLE to defend them-
selves against retaliation from
rogue officials in the General
Government and from the private
centers of multinational economic
power.

In sum, WE THE PEOPLE must
combine their economic resources
and abilities with political and
legal authority in large-scale
organizations that will reflect the
power inherent in numbers.

This cannot be done by or through
the General Government at the
present time, because the General
Government is the main locus of
this country’s problem, not the
source of any solution for them.

It cannot be done through politi-
cal parties, because parties (along
with other factions and special-
interest groups) are the control-
mechanisms in the “divide and
conquer” strategy the Establish-
ment employs to prevent WE
THE PEOPLE from asserting
their political sovereignty in their
own interest.

It cannot be done by individuals
or private groups alone, primarily
because: (i) private individuals
and groups enjoy no independent
legal authority; and (ii) there is
probably no way to create a suf-
ficiently large
and effec-
tive private
operation in

any State,
let alone
throughout
the entire
country, in
time.

It cannot be done by the State gov-
ernments alone, because it is not
simply a political question of gov-
ernmental finance and administra-
tion, but will require a revamping
of the entire private economies in
each State, too.

Therefore, it will require both (i)
participation by the State govern-
ments, because they have the legal
authority and the ability to mobi-
lize people in sufficient numbers,
and (ii) mass action by WE THE
PEOPLE as a whole.

The only establishment or insti-
tution that combines all of these
elements is “the Militia of the
several States”, the “well regulated
Militia” that the Second Amend-
ment tells us are “necessary to the
security of a free State”. But a
true constitutional “well regulated
Militia” exists in not one State in
this Union today.

So, WE THE PEOPLE need to
revitalize “the Militia of the sev-
eral States” in order to regain and
retain popular control over State
governments, and through them
to regain and retain control over
the two fundamental powers of
sovereignty: (i) the Power of the
Purse—i.e., currency and credit,
and (ii) the Power of the Sword —
i.e., community self-defense.

Revitalization of the Militia will
enable WE THE PEOPLE to exer-
cise community self-reliance and
ultimately true self-government in
“a free State” with a sound free-
market economy.

Americans need to combine all of
the following elements in a single
plan for mass action:

1. Revitalization of “the Militia
of the several States”.

-The Second Amendment instructs
every American that “[a] well
regulated Militia” is “necessary to
the security of a free State” —not
just “useful”, and certainly not
“optional”, but “necessary”. And
not “necessary” in only some
general sense, but specifically
with respect to “the security of
a free State” —which means that,
according to “the supreme Law
of the Land” itself, the very sur-
vival of constitutional freedom
in this country depends upon the
Militia.

So why is not revitalization of the Militia,
immediately if not sooner, “job one” on the

agenda of every constitutionalist?

The Constitution identifies no
other establishment, institution,
or entity as “necessary” for this
vital purpose, or for any other

purpose.

So why is not revitalization of
the Militia, immediately if not
sooner, “job one” on the agenda
of every constitutionalist? How
can patriots continue to deny in
their actions what the Constitu-
tion tells them is “necessary” for
the maintenance of constitutional
government? Americans may say
that they have faith in the Consti-
tution— but faith without works is
dead; and the Constitution is not
self-executing.

-The purpose of revitalizing the
Militia is to combine all the ele-
ments of each State’s “homeland
security” —including police, emer-
gency response, and so on—under
the Militia, in order to obviate “top
down” control by the police-state
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apparatus being set up
through the Department
of Homeland Security
in Washington, D.C.,
and its various satellites,
transmission-belts, and
fellow travelers around
the country. Revitaliza-
tion of the Militia will
return control to whom
it belongs, in the hands
of WE THE PEOPLE
directly, with:

(i) total organizing,
arming, disciplining, and
training of THE PEOPLE
to handle any emergency;
(i) State production and
provision of arms, ammu-
nition, and accoutrements
for the Militia—with all
individuals to possess
their arms and ammuni-
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tion, whenever obtained
from whatever source, as part of
their Militia service—thus ending
all of the General Government’s
oppressive “gun control”; and,
perhaps of most immediate
importance,

(iii) assignment to the Militia of
oversight over all new institutions
of “economic homeland security”
within the State.

2. Adoption of an alternative
currency.

This is an idea which began in
New Hampshire, and subse-
quently spread
to other States,
including Indi-
ana, Colorado,
and Montana.
An alternative-
currency bill
has yet to be
reported out of
committee in
any State legislature. But as the
national economy melts down,
the pressure for serious consid-
eration and then passage of such
a bill will become overwhelming,
simply because there is no work-
able alternative consistent with the
maintenance of America’s national
economic sovereignty that can be
put into operation in time.

The alternative-currency system
will require not just the State to
participate through its own public
financial operations, but also will
require every individual member
of the Militia—that is, every able-
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bodied adult man and women —to
participate in his or her own private
economic transactions, in order to
move both the State’s government
and the State’s private economy as
quickly as possible out from under
the control of the Federal Reserve
System and the rotten financial
power-structure of the New York
City-Washington, D.C. axis of
fraud.

The actual silver and gold will be
held: (i) in a State vault controlled
by the Militia, and (ii) in the hands
of Militiamen (the private holding
of silver and gold will be as impor-
tant as the private possession of
arms). And,

Experts drawn from and subject to
supervision by the Militia will be
in charge of or will provide over-
sight for the system.

3. Establishment of a State
Credit Exchange.

This Exchange will deal solely
in so-called “real bills” financed
with actual deposits of the alter-
native currency (no “fractional
reserves”). This will be necessary
in order to protect the State’s pri-
vate economy from retaliation by
the multinational financial power-
structure, which will doubtlessly
attempt to cut off credit to the
State’s businessmen, farmers, and
others, so as to sabotage the alter-
native-currency system.

4. Additional areas of concern
and action could include:

Food independence
and security through
the suppression of
multinational corporate
agribusinesses.

5. Considerations for the selec-
tion of an initial State in which to
bring this project to fruition.

In the nature of things, the neces-

sary legislation will have to be
drafted one State at a time. (No
“one size fits all” bill is possible).
Inevitably, therefore, this work
will require the commitment of
a great deal of time, effort, and
expertise. Before such a commit-
ment can be expected, let alone
requested, of anyone,
adequate groundwork
must be laid:

There must be an exten-
sive local grass-roots
“freedom movement”
in existence in that State
and prepared specifically
to promote the reform
legislation.

There must be a solid
legislative caucus in existence in
that State’s legislature, preferably
in each house (where a bicameral
legislature exists).

There must be a workable plan,
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ready to implement and adequately

funded, for mobilizing large num-
bers of activists from across the
country to work in the targeted
State to promote the reform leg-
islation.

It is too late for parochialism on
this subject: Everyone through-
out this country has an interest
in seeing this project succeed
in the first State that undertakes
it, because that State will be the

exemplar for the others.

No one can deny that a crisis
of overwhelming proportions is
overtaking this country at an ever-
accelerating speed. And each day
appears darker than the one before
it. But that in itself is a cause for
hope —because, as the old saying
goes, it is always darkest just
before the dawn.

offered himself as payment-in-full
for breaking the law, leaving us
blameless. Let us draw an analogy
to improve our understanding of
Jesus’ substitutionary sacrifice:

Imagine if you will, Jesus is
the CEO of a corporation whose
product is based on integrity and
customer satisfaction. However, a
Security and Exchange Commis-
sion inquiry resulted in charges
of abnormal accounting practices,
levied by a competitor. Upon
investigation, CEO J.C., found
many of the charges to be sub-
stantially true. A punishment by
law was demanded which would
probably cause the demise of the
entire corporation. Jesus Christ,
the CEO, decided to intervene.

The charges against the cor-
poration were true and rather
than expose individuals to public
exposure, he decided to take the
blame upon himself. He admitted
to all the crimes as charged but
pleads guilty to none. “He paid
for our crimes”, I heard one former
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employee say, “The innocent in
exchange for the culpable”. He
took personal responsibility for the
entire corporation to insure its con-
tinuation and left us blameless in
the eyes of the law. The man who
was innocent had to plead guilty,
because the guilty refused.

God’s grace can be compared
with a complete pardon in a court
of law. Inherent in the decision by
the court, though we are guilty, is
the pledge we will go forward and
not break the law again. We vow
to turn away from the conduct that
got us in trouble (repent) and abide
by the law.

Here lies the crux of the
problem. Our clergy declares
salvation is a free gift of God
most often citing Ephesians
2:8-9. For by grace are ye
saved through faith; and that
not of yourselves: it is the gift of
God: Not of works, lest any man
should boast. They go on to tell
us there is nothing we can do to
earn salvation because it is a gift.
Oh, what music to our ears! After
a week of drudgery in the work
place and contending with the evils
of this world, what a pleasing mes-
sage it is to hear that we have to
do nothing to be saved. We sing
a few hymns, recite a couple of
prayers, place an envelope in the
plate and casually leave with hope
in our hearts.

What is wrong with this picture?
According to what the speaker has
portrayed to us, would not every-
one be saved? And we know
not all will be saved because the
Bible tells us the righteous will be
elevated to eternal life, while the
unrighteous will be condemned. If
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salvation is God’s gift to all, why is
it some will perish? Upon closer
examination of the verse you will
realize that it is conditional. You
must have faith. For by grace are
ye saved through faith. No prob-
lem, we say.......... I have faith.
I believe in God. The problem
lies in the all encompassing word,
“Faith”. Even sinners believe in
God. Yes, even Satan and his
demons believe in God.

Faith, as used in Ephesians 2:
8-9, not only includes a belief in
God but also the saving work of
Jesus in his life time. Very early

in the New Testament, in the first
book of Matthew, Chapter 4:17 it
states, From that time Jesus began
to preach, and to say, Repent: for
the kingdom of heaven is at hand.
The first word out of his mouth
was REPENT. Just prior to
Christ’s public ministry, we read
of John the Baptist. Matthew 3:
1-2, In those days came John the
Baptist, preaching in the wilder-
ness of Judea, and saying, Repent
ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at
hand. Notice, both John and Jesus
started their ministries by calling
for Repentance. Therefore, it must
be our starting point in our walk
in faith.

God must have thought it was
extremely important because he
used the words repent or repen-
tance 72 times throughout the
Bible usually in the context of a
starting point. Before we do any-
thing else, God, the prophets, John
the Baptist, Jesus and the apostles
call us to repent. Our Lord and
Savior never had to repent because
there was no sin found in him, yet
he went to the cross carrying all
our sins and paid the price for our
transgressions, thereby giving us
the opportunity to receive God’s
gift of salvation.

What, exactly, does the word
repent mean? Quite simply it
means to turn around and go in
a new direction. There is also an

element of sorrow for living as
we did, recognizing what we did
wrong and trying to walk the path
of righteousness. I assume this is
what makes most people uncom-
fortable. We have to acknowledge
we are sinners to ourselves. We
need to take an inventory of our
transgressions and confess them
before our God. Lastly, we need
to promise to ourselves and to
God, The Son and Holy Spirit
that we will seek a new life in
conformity with God’s will for
us. We realize, because of our
human nature, no one can lead a
sinless life except for the Lord.
Therefore be mindful, as
soon as we comprehend sin
in our life to repent. King
David, in Psalm 32:5 tells
us, I acknowledge my sin
unto thee, and mine iniquity
have I not hid. I said, I will
confess my transgressions
unto the Lord; and thou forgavest
the iniquity of my sin. To further
drive the point home, look at 1
John 1:9, If we confess our sins,
he is faithful and just to forgive
us our sins and cleanse us from all
unrighteousness.

The reason repentance is the lost
message, is because you hardly
hear it taught in the churches.
The message of redemption is
much more appealing as compared
to the lost message of repentance.
God has always called for us to
turn from our sins as a prerequi-
site for forgiveness. As early as
I Kings, chapter 8, verse 35, he
states, ....if they pray towards
this place, and confess thy name,
and turn from their sin. Again, in
I'kings, chapter 8, verse 47, ....Yet
if they shall bethink themselves in
the land whither they were carried

captives, and repent, and make
supplication unto thee....we will
be forgiven. Our God makes it
even clearer in the New Testa-
ment, starting with the Book of
Matthew straight through Rev-
elation. In the Book of Luke he
even brings this down to our own
level by giving us an example of
how we should treat others who
sin against us. Let’s look at Luke,
17, 3-4: Take heed to yourselves: If
(Conditional Article), thy brother
trespass against thee, rebuke him;
and if (Conditional Article) he
repent, forgive him. And if he
trespass against thee seven times
in a day, and seven times in a day
turn again to thee saying, I repent;
thou shalt forgive him. Notice in
each verse, God uses the word,
“IF”, as a condition for forgive-
ness. At every point in the Bible,
we are called to repent, which is
followed by forgiveness.

If we are not taught the value
of repentance from the pulpit and
hear only the pleasing message
of salvation, we are in danger of
seeing, “The Free Gift of God”,
as an entitlement. Because we
never experience the full gravity
of our sins, through self examina-
tion and confession, we never truly
understand the magnitude of God’s
pardon for our iniquities. Just as
we see a Presidential Pardon as
political favoritism lacking jus-
tice, we come to see God’s Grace
as a gift we fully deserve. As
prescribed by God’s Law, what
we fully deserve is death. What
we receive by repentance through
God’s Grace is Eternal life.

If you have not heard The Lost
Message, demand it. Pleasing
words tickle our ears, while God’s
Word will bring us home. Amen!

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Raw Milk is a Complete and Balanced Food

(NaturalNews) Raw milk is
gaining in popularity among
people who are looking to eat a
more natural and less processed
diet. Although there is a large
amount of variation in raw milk,
true raw milk is milk from organic
grass-fed cows that is cooled to
36-38 degrees Fahrenheit and
then bottled for consumption.
No homogenization, pasteuriza-
tion, or filtering is part of the
process. Raw milk that adheres to
this definition is a complete and
balanced food with healing prop-
erties and many health benefits.

Pasteurization has been used
since the 1890°s to kill bacteria
in milk including salmonella, lis-
teria, campylobacter, e.coli, and
brucella. However, in addition
to the killing of the “bad” bacte-
ria such as these, pasteurization
also kills “good” bacteria such as

lactobacillus. These good bacteria
actually kill the bad bacteria that
can contaminate milk and make
people sick. Cows that are fed
fresh grass are consuming
the nutrients necessary to
produce milk with a healthy
amount of good bacteria
thereby producing milk that
is safe without pasteurization
and full of health benefits.

Besides reducing the risk of
food-borne illness, the good
bacteria found in raw milk
is beneficial (especially after
the fermentation process that
turns milk into yogurt or kefir)
for the digestive tract because
they produce enzymes which
help break down protein. This
can be especially beneficial for
people with digestive issues
that are related to medica-
tion, illness, or age. Other
types of good bacteria found

in raw milk work to change lac-

tose (milk sugar) into lactic acid.
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Lactic acid increases absorption
of iron, phosphorus, and calcium.

Another benefit of raw milk is
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the high amount of conjugated
linoleum acid (CLA). CLA is a
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polyunsaturated omega-6 fatty
acid found in milk from grass-
fed cows and is known to boost
metabolism, reduce insulin resis-
tance, strengthen the immune
system, reduce allergic reac-
tions to food, build muscle, and
reduce abdominal fat. Grass
fed cows are known to have
three to five times more CLA
than cows that are grain fed.

Since raw milk is not avail-
able commercially in the
U.S., except some rare stores
in New Mexico, California,
and Connecticut, it takes
some research to find a sup-
plier. When deciding upon
a supplier for raw milk it is
imperative to be educated
about the diet of the cows.
The safety and health benefits
of raw milk vary greatly based
on diet. The milk from grain
fed cows affects fat levels,
nutrient levels, and must be
il tested more often than milk
from grass-fed cows for
safety. Ideally, cows should be
fed organic fresh grass if possible.

Declaration”

(EP News)--A group of Orthodox,
Catholic and evangelical Chris-
tians came together Nov. 20 to sign
a document outlining three areas
of faith for modern believers.

The third-ranking
story was the mass shooting at
Fort Hood, Texas. The accused
gunman, Maj. Nidal Hasan, was
considered a devout Muslim.
The top newsmaker of the year
was Rick Warren, the California
megachurch pastor and author.

More Federal Workers Make Six
Figures in the Recession

The number of federal employees
making over $100,000 per year has
exploded in the first 18 months of
the recession, USA Today reports,
sending the total percentage from
14 percent to 19 percent. The high-
est-paid federal workers are seeing
the largest increases: In the same
period, the number of civil servants
making over $150,000 jumped
from 1,868 to 10,100. When the
recession began, only one person
at the Department of Transporta-
tion was making over $170,000.

Eighteen months later, 1,690
employees do. The skyrocketing
federal pay is systematic, reach-
ing every level in every agency.
Congress approved across-the-
board raises of 3 percent in January
2008 and 3.9 percent in January
2009. President Obama has rec-
ommended 2 percent pay raises in
January 2010, the smallest since
1975. Most federal employees get
“steps” -- pay increases based on
length of service -- that can run up
to 1.5 percent per year.

Second Grader Forced to Undergo Psych
Evaluation for Drawing Crucified Jesus

TAUNTON, Mass., The Ruth-
erford Institute has come to the
defense of the family of a second
grader who was allegedly forced by
school officials to undergo psycho-
logical evaluations after he drew
a picture of a stick figure Jesus on
the cross with X’s over his eyes.

“This is a case of overreaction
by school officials,” said John
W. Whitehead, president of The
Rutherford Institute. “Jalen’s
drawing was simply a reflection
of something he saw at a Christ-
mas light show. The psychological
damage to this family is appall-
ing, and it is a clear-cut violation
of their constitutional rights.”

On December 2, 2009, Jalen
Cromwell, a second grader at
Lowell M. Maxham School in
Taunton, Mass., was taken to the
principal’s office where he was
questioned without the presence

of, or even notification to, his
parents regarding a drawing he
had made earlier that day depict-
ing a stick figure Jesus on the
cross with X’s over his eyes. The
drawing reflected Jalen’s impres-
sions about a recent family trip
to the Christmas lighting festival
at LaSallette. However, Jalen’s
parents were later informed that,
in keeping with school policy, he
would not be permitted to return
to school until he had undergone
a psychological evaluation. Jalen
has since informed his parents
that he no longer trusts his teach-
ers and does not want to continue
attending the school due to the
anxiety caused by this incident,
a sentiment shared by his parents.

After being contacted by Jalen’s
family, attorneys for The Ruther-
ford Institute agreed to intervene.
In a letter to the superintendent of
the Taunton Public Schools, Insti-
tute attorneys pointed out that the
effective suspension of Jalen from

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school deprived him and his par-
ents of their constitutional rights
to due process and punished Jalen
for engaging in expressive activity
protected by the First Amendment
to the United States Constitution.

FRC’s Tony Perkins Publicly Accused of Lying Again, Urged to Resign

Prominent social conservative
activist Tony Perkins has again
been publicly accused by other
social conservatives of lying to
his donor base. Former Boston
and Los Angeles radio host Gregg
Jackson, the best-selling author
of “Conservative Comebacks to
Liberal Lies” along with David
Jeffers, author of “Understanding
Evangelicals” are warning the pro-
life grassroots that Tony Perkins,
of the Washington, D.C.- based
Family Research Council (FRC) is
once again lying to his donor base.

On Monday, Dec. 7, Perkins sent
out an action alert urging voters to
call their state’s two U.S. Senators
to vote for Senator Ben Nelson’s
amendment to the health care bill

A Republican candidate for Con-
gress in Minnesota says “a huge
marriage penalty for the American
middle class” is hidden in both
the House and Senate healthcare
bills.

Former Minnesota state legisla-
tor Allen Quist points out that
two single people each making
$30,000 per year would pay $1,320
combined for private health insur-
ance if the Pelosi House bill was
in effect now. However, if the two
individuals were to marry, they
would pay a combined cost of
$12,000 a year for the same level
of insurance under the Pelosi bill.

Quist notes this “marriage pen-
alty” extends all the way from

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Discovery of World’s Oldest Church may
turn Israeli Prison into Tourist Site

MEGIDDO, ISRAEL (ANS)
-- Behind the walls of Megiddo
Prison, the remains of the oldest
Christian house of worship ever
discovered were unearthed four
years ago in the course of prison
renovations.

Eli Ashkenazi, writing for Haaretz,
says Megiddo prison, “surrounded
by prison guards on horseback
supplemented by guard dogs, is
not a place that many people would
care to approach.”

But if a plan now in the final stages
comes to fruition, it could become
a tourist attraction drawing Israe-
lis and tourists from around the
world.

Ashkenazi says that behind the
prison walls, the remains of the
oldest Christian house of worship
ever discovered were unearthed
four years ago in the course of
prison renovations. The plans that
are coming together call for the
relocation of the prison to a site
a short distance away so that the
archaeological site can be opened
to the public.

Some prisoners, says Ashkenazi,
including both common crimi-
nals and security prisoners, were
allowed to dig below the prison
-- jailbreak style - as part of the
archaeological research. The
ancient finds on the site have led to

an agreement in principle involv-
ing the prison service, the Megiddo
Regional Council and the Antiqui-
ties Authority for the relocation of
the detention facility.

“At the edge of the site, a mag-
nificent mosaic floor featuring
important inscriptions, including
a reference to Jesus, was found,
along with the foundation of a
building from
the 3rd or 4th
century C.E.,”
Ashkenazi
reports.

“The finds were
evidence that the
site was used for
Christian reli-
gious worship before Christianity
became the official religion of the
Roman empire, and it is thought to
contain the remains of the oldest
church in the world.”

Ashkenazi reports that officials
involved in the dig explained that
the finds show a link between the
Roman army that encamped there
then and communal Christian
activity. At the center of the site
remains of an altar or prayer table
were found.

He states the site is also identified
with the Talmudic-era Jewish vil-
lage of Kfar Otnai, mentioned in
Hebrew sources. The headquar-
ters of the sixth Roman legion
was established there along with

the town of Maximilianopolis,
which is mentioned in historical
sources.

According to Hanan Erez, head
of the regional council, “the dis-
covery of the finds created great
excitement in the Christian world
and among researchers of early
Christianity. The discovery was
even a main topic of a conference
of researchers in Washington three
years ago.”

Shortly after the
discovery at the
site, the Antiq-
uities Authority
quickly recom-
mended the
relocation of the
prison so the site
could be opened
to the public. An
agreement to that effect is now
being worked out.

Megiddo council head Erez said:
“On the site, a tourism complex
is to be built, the central focus of
which will be the ancient house of
worship, alongside, of course, the
Tel Megiddo archaeological site,
which is also a significant site for
the Christian world.”

He noted that the plans for the
funding of the project have been
presented to the Finance Ministry.
The plan calls for the state to guar-
antee the financing package. The
construction of the new nearby
prison is part of a larger plan to
build new prison facilities around
the country.

Palestinians harden conditions for
talks with Israel

Palestinian leader Mahmoud
Abbas on Tuesday hardened the
conditions he wants met to even
begin peace talks with Israel.
Abbas said ahead of a meeting
with PLO leaders in Ramal-
lah that before negotiations can
resume, Israel must stop building

homes for Jews in Judea, Samaria
and Jerusalem, and officially rec-
ognize the pre-1967 borders as
the borders of a new Palestinian
state, essentially leaving nothing
to negotiate about. The Palestin-
ian leader again rejected Israeli
Prime Minister Benjamin Netan-

yahu’s partial 10-month settlement
freeze as inadequate, even though
the international community
hailed it as a significant gesture
to get the peace process back on
track. Netanyahu has warned in
recent days that if the Palestinians
do not respond positively to his
gesture soon, he may retract the
decision and again allow Jews to
build new homes in areas claimed
by the Palestinians.

Myanmar Faces Famine Due to Rat Plague

MYANMAR (ANS) -- For the 50
families in a village in Myanmar’s
Chin state, tears are easy to come
by these days. Their village is
facing a severe famine due to a
heavy influx of rats that are eating
their food. They are also being
afflicted with unknown illnesses,
and their children have been
unable to attend school.

“Mau” is the Burmese
word for bamboo and “tam”
means famine. The rat infiltration
was triggered by the blooming of a
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In Myanmar’s Chin state as well as
some surrounding areas, a heavy
infiltration of rats is devastating
crops. This man is trying to protect
his field by beating the rats with

certain species of bamboo plant-a
phenomenon that takes place just
once about every 50 years. The
most recent blooming began in
2006.

Rats are drawn to the nutritious
fruit created by the blooms, which
increases their fertility and greatly
multiplies their birthrate. They
=g L1y strip the bamboo
plants of their
.o+ fruit and seeds
i and plow their
“e - TET . way  through
other crops as
well, devouring
grain, corn and
rice. They even
dig up and eat
the seeds farm-
ers planted in
the ground.
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The plague of rats has ravaged
Myanmar’s already impover-
ished Chin state for two years
now, wiping out 75 to 80 percent
of its crops, according to some
estimates. Families are being
forced to scavenge for food such
as edible leaves, shoots, roots and
tree bark, as their rice harvest and
other staples are being devoured
by rats.

According to a report published
by the Chin Human Rights Orga-
nization, more than 54 people have
reportedly died from health prob-
lems related to the food crisis.

“I have never seen such a huge
number of rats,” a Burmese
farmer told Asia Times Online. “I
had thought we could easily drive
out the rats and protect our crops.
But just before the rice was ready
to be harvested, the rats came and
ate all the rice in the fields in just
one night. We lost all our rice.”

Making matters worse, Myanmar’s
repressive military junta is denying
access to international aid organi-
zations who may want to bring in
assistance, even in the face of such
widespread suffering. But GFA-
supported national missionaries,
who were already in the country
before the rat plague hit, are com-
mitted to reaching out in whatever
ways they can, offering hope and
comfort to these people who are
hurting so much.

GFA leaders request prayer for the
Lord’s intervention and protection
upon the people in Chin, Myanmar,
and that many will find lasting hope
in the midst of their suffering.
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Church Screening of ‘JESUS Film’
Attacked in Pakistan

Sargodha, Pakistan (ANS) -
- According to Compass Direct
News, some 50 Muslim villagers
armed with clubs and axes attacked
a showing of “The JESUS Film”
near Sargodha in Punjab Province
on (Dec. 9), injuring three part-
time evangelists and four Chris-
tians in attendance.

Two of the evangelists were said to
be seriously injured. The Muslim
hardliners also damaged a movie
projector, burned reels of the film
and absconded with the public
address system and donations from
Christian viewers in Chak village,
about 10 kilometers northeast of
Sargodha, at 7 p.m. Officers at
the Saddr police station refused to
register a case against the Muslim
assailants, sources said.

The Compass story said that

the three part-time evangelists
—Ishtiaq Bhatti, Imtiaz Ghauri and
Kaleem Ghulam — were screening
the film within the premises of the
Catholic Church of Chak. Bhatti
was treated for minor injuries,
while Ghauri and Ghulam sus-
tained serious injuries for which
they received treatment at another
hospital.

The evangelists said from their
clinic beds that a Muslim cleric
instigated the Muslim villagers,
who were armed with clubs,
spades and axes. “They charged
on us deadly and swiftly and
left us injured and broke all our
appliances and took away funds
collected by congregants to help
us,” Bhatti said. “Muslim men also
injured those Christian villagers
who tried to intervene and stop
them.”

Iran vows to hit Israel’s atomic sites

(The Independent) Iran’s Revo-
lutionary Guards recently stated
that it would strike Israel’s nuclear
facilities if Tel Aviv attacked the
Islamic state.

Christian Sentenced to 7-Years
in Prison

(EP News)--The trial of Linfen
house church leaders in Shanxi
province was held on Nov. 25.
Pastors Yang Rongli, Wang Xiao-
guang, Yang Xuan, Cui Jiaxing,
and Zhang Huamei have been
been held in detention since their
arrests on Sept. 25, 2009, when
they attempted to travel to Beijing
an lodge a formal complaint about
the destruction of their church to
the Central governing authorities.
Their trial was held in the No. 12
Trial Room at People’s Court of
Raodu District, Linfen City, Shanxi
province. The verdicts were severe
and were announced immediately
following the trial. Two criminal
charges were used -- the crime
of “illegally occupying farming
land” and “disturbing transporta-
tion order by gathering masses.”
The four Christian leaders received
between four and seven years for
the various charges. According
to China Aid, a Chinese religious
freedom group, “the Court’s con-
duct throughout the trial clearly
indicated the government had
decided upon the verdict and pre-
pared it in advance.”

Middle East’s only nuclear power,
has repeatedly described Iran’s
nuclear programme as a threat
to its existence. Iran refuses to
recognise Israel.

Israel has three German-made sub-
marines that are widely assumed to
carry nuclear missiles. One of the
submarines sailed from the Medi-
terranean, via the Suez Canal, to
Israel’s Red Sea port of Eilat in
early July, seen as a signal to Iran
of the long reach of its arsenal.

The United States, Israel and
their Western allies fear that Iran
is enriching uranium with the aim
of producing nuclear weapons and
have not ruled out military action
if diplomacy fails to resolve the
row. Iran says it is pursuing only
a nuclear power generation pro-
gramme.

Jafari said Israel was entirely
within the reach of Iran. “Our
missile capability puts all of the
Zionist regime (Israel) within
Iran’s reach to attack,” Jafari said.
Military experts say Iran rarely
reveals enough detail about its
new military equipment to deter-
mine its military capabilities and
that Iranian missiles often draw
on technology from China, North
Korea and other countries.

President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad
said in May Iran had tested a mis-
sile that defence analysts say could
hit Israel and US bases in the Gulf,
a test that Washington said was a
“step in the wrong direction” to
remove concerns over its nuclear
work.

Iran has repeatedly threatened to
close the Strait of Hormuz, conduit
for about 40 per cent of globally
traded oil, if it is attacked. The US
military says it will prevent any
such action.

Jafari said Iran “was not scared” of
Israel’s military capabilities. “It is
part of the psychological war that
the West has launched against
Iran,” Jafari said.

Fluoride Causing Premature Births

Over many years there have been
numerous studies and warnings
from scientists about the dangers
of fluoride in our water. Even
though there are ways to obtain the
fluoride for our teeth if we want it
such as toothpaste, mouthwashes,
fluoride rinses and others the
chemical is still added to many
municipalities water supply. In yet
another warning,
State University of
New York research-
ers found more
premature births
in fluoridated than
non-fluoridated
upstate New York
communities.

Human pregnancy
lasts about 40
weeks or just more
than 9 months. A
baby born before 37 weeks of
pregnancy is considered a pre-
term (or premature) birth. About
12 percent of US pregnancies are
preterm and this is one of the top
causes of infant death in the US,
according to the US National Insti-
tutes of Health. Sodium fluoride, a
waste byproduct of the aluminum
industry, is touted by most main-
stream health bureaucracies as
one of the greatest public health
achievements ever discovered.
The American Dental Associa-

tion praises the medication of the
public through fluoridated munici-
pal water supplies, claiming that
it has done wonders to prevent
tooth decay. A simple investigation
beyond the glaringly false rhetoric,
however, reveals the dirty reality
behind fluoride and the incredible
harm it inflicts upon those who
ingest it.

Contrary to popular belief, fluo-
ride is not a natural
substance; it is
the byproduct of
the aluminum and
nuclear industries’
use of fluorine gas.
The Merck Index
lists  fluoride’s
primary wuse as
rat and cockroach
poison and it is a
known carcinogen.
It wasn’t until the
1950s that the FDA
was somehow convinced that the
poison allegedly helped protect
teeth.

The first known instances of delib-
erate water fluoridation were in
Nazi Germany ghettos and prison
camps. Sodium fluoride was added
to the human inmates’ water to
sterilize them and to cause them to
become docile, subservient subjects

willing to comply with orders.

Charles Perkins, a research chem-
ist, wrote a letter to the Lee Foun-
dation for Nutritional Research
in 1954 about fluoride. In it, he
stated that repeated ingestion
of low doses of fluoride over a
long period of time will destroy
the areas of the human brain that
trigger resistance to tyranny and
unlawful coercion and control.

Fluoride ingestion is responsible
for causing thyroid dysfunction.
The National Research Council
(NRC) warns that ingestion of .01
- .03 mg/kg/day of fluoride, which
is easily achieved by drinking fluo-
ridated water, can severely inhibit
proper thyroid function.

Other problems caused by fluo-
ride include dental fluorosis, a
disease of the teeth, weakening of
bones and bone loss, bone cancer,
kidney problems, and hormone
disruption.

Many communities have suc-
ceeded in removing fluoride from
their water supplies through local
campaigns and ballot measures.
Since medical professionals and
organizations are increasingly
becoming opposed to fluoride
use, the momentum is stronger
than ever to rid the nation’s water
supplies of toxic fluoride.

The damage to
white blood cells, killer
lymphocyte and red blood
cell production makes the
patient vulnerable to over-
whelming infection which
is the cause of death in
many patients on chemo-
therapy and radiation. It

Levi of the University of Califor-
nia wrote “most cancer patients in
this country die of chemotherapy.

known to them, grim evidence now shows
the likelihood of this occurring much sooner
than later.”

The Times story goes on to say that there are
“over 220 million American people armed
to the teeth and ready to explode.”

The Times article concludes by saying,
“Though the coming civil war in the
United States is being virtually ignored by
their propaganda media, the same cannot
be said of Russia, where leading Russian
political analyst, Professor Igor Panarin has
long warned that the economic turmoil in the
United States has confirmed his long-held
view that the US is heading for collapse.”

Church-based Initiative Reclaims

Christmas from the

HOUSTON, TX (ANS) -- A new church-
based initiative is sweeping the country
and helping to put ‘Christ’ back into
‘Christmas.’

For those who are tired of the crass com-
mercialism surrounding the Christmas
season, the new movement, called Advent
Conspiracy, is helping people all across the
United States to dedicate themselves to
rethinking Christmas -- and reclaiming its
original intent, which has little to do with
credit cards and shopping malls, according
to Mike Tolson, writing for the Houston
Chronicle.

Tolson says that “making a list, checking it
twice, checking a third time, then a fourth,
marking names off, thinking about how
much she’d spent and still had to spend -- all
of it got to be too much for Linda Davis.”

“Finally,” he writes, “she’d had enough.”

According to
Davis, this was
not Christmas:
this was a sea-
sonal burden
laden with anxi-
ety and void of
real meaning.

“It was madden-
ing, overwhelm-

ing,” Davis said. (Pastor) Seay was

season.”
So this year she quit, says Tolson.

Introduced to a movement called Advent
Conspiracy at her church, Davis, her hus-
band and three children joined the ranks
of those who have dedicated themselves
to rethinking Christmas and reclaiming its
original intent, Tolson writes.

Tolson says Davis is far from alone.

He writes that the church-based initiative
has spread like a viral video since a Houston
pastor and a few fellow ministers came up
with the idea four years ago, with more than
5,000 churches across the nation participat-
ing this season.

Tolson states the Advent Conspiracy was
born of acommon complaint: There was too
much time and money spent shopping, too
little time spent enjoying family and friends
and almost no time devoted to the Scriptural
messages of service delivered by the one
whose birth is celebrated on Dec. 25.

“I was sitting around with some buddies, all
of them church pastors, and one of them said,
‘I hate Christmas,’” recalled Chris Seay, the
pastor of Ecclesia, a multi-denominational
Christian church in Montrose, TX.

“We understood immediately what he
meant, and we decided that we should quit,
just opt out. It came to us that we had two
choices -- we could go on sabbatical at
Christmas, or do this.”

Shopping Malls

Tolson says the Advent Conspir-
acy has a four-prong approach
to the holiday designed to push
followers away from mindless
consumerism and toward a cel-
ebration filled with purpose.

Tolson explains the four legs of
their Yule chair are simple, he
writes.

He writes: “Worship fully, not
just a quick trip to an over-
crowded sanctuary on Christmas
Eve. Spend less, not avoiding
gift-giving but rolling back the
extent of it. Give more, both of
your time and your resources to
help others. And love all, with a
special consideration for those in
the humblest of circumstances.”

This was not a hard sell to their
congregations, says Tolson. Each
pastor led an outside-
the-box Christian
church tilted toward
younger worship-
pers and older ones
who had not found
mainstream, denom-
inational churches to

“But,” says Tolson,
“what  surprised

‘isms’ and doctrinal
stripes.”

Tolson says that a few hundred
churches has quickly became
thousands across America. As
the message continues to spread,
Advent Conspiracy is certain to
keep growing.

Pastor Seay said the reason is not
complicated. People respond to it
almost intuitively, he said. They
feel something is wrong and that
it needs to be fixed.

“I decided to ask some friends
what they got for Christmas last
year,” Seay said. “Almost none of them
could remember. The best way to see the
ghost of Christmas past is by walking
through your garage. We are not trying to
be the new Scrooge. We’re just saying let’s
grab that dial and turn it way back.”

Linda Davis needed no persuasion, says
Tolson.

Her church, Terrace United Methodist in
west Houston, was introduced to Advent
Conspiracy this fall through its youth
minister. The kids, especially those past
the Santa years, latched on quickly, Tolson
explained.

“I was always left with an empty feeling
after purchasing all these gifts,” Davis said.
“These things will not make anyone happy.
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Christmas has become retail-driven. People
spend money they don’t have to buy things
people don’t need.”

Davis’s oldest child, John, 14, was on board
from the beginning, says Tolson.

A freshman in High School, he had rarely
been comfortable with the huge pile of
presents stacked beside him on Christmas
morning. But his 10-year-old sister Emily
was a bit taken aback by the prospect of a
leaner Christmas.

“Her first response was, ‘We’re not getting
any gifts?”” Davis said.

“We explained that she will get gifts, but
perhaps not as many. If she’s disappointed,
that may be a good thing. And if our 5-

year-old is disappointed,
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that may turn out to be
good, t0o.”

Linda and her husband,
J.D., figure that the leaner
Christmas ultimately will
turn out fuller. By cutting
their spending on presents
in half - “It was a lot easier
than I thought,” she said --
they were able to give the
other half to the church,
which means a substan-
tial contribution to Living
Water International, the
charity of choice for
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Advent Conspiracy.

Living Water, a Houston-based organization,
drills water wells in Third World countries
so that people in rural areas can have clean
drinking water. It has already grown into a
major operation in recent years, and the con-
tributions spawned by Advent Conspiracy
promise to take it to yet another level.

“It’s generating income in the multiple
millions of dollars,” said Living Water
President Jerry Wiles. “It’s a very effective
way of getting people involved and creating
awareness there is a global water crisis and
that people can do something about it.”

Tolson goes on to say the goal of Terrace
Methodist is to generate enough money to
sponsor two new water wells.

Pastor Allison Cambre said he does not
expect the additional donations to cut into
money the church customarily gets to sup-
port other charitable and outreach endeav-
ors. He said one is rarely disappointed
when they give people the opportunity to
do good.

“It’s not about saving money,” J.D. Davis
said of his family’s embrace of Advent
Conspiracy. “It’s about making Christmas
better. We will be spending more time with
family and close friends. And we are moved
to doing something financially for Advent
Conspiracy. It’s amazing what even $10
can do.”

It became the 2nd State to join
the Union on DECEMBER 12,
1787. The first Colonial Legisla-
tive Act, called the Great Law of
Pennsylvania, December 7, 1682,
stated: “That no person...who
shall confess and acknowledge
one Almighty God to be the

Creator, Upholder and Ruler of
the World...shall in any case be
molested or prejudiced for his,
or her Conscientious persuasion
or practice.”

Benjamin Franklin helped write
Pennsylvania’s 1776 Constitu-
tion, which stated in Frame of
Government, Chapter 2, Section
10: “Each member of the legisla-
ture, before he takes his seat, shall
make and subscribe the following
declaration:

‘I do believe in one God, the Cre-
ator and Governour of the Uni-
verse, the Rewarder of the good
and Punisher of the wicked, and I
do acknowledge the Scriptures of
the Old and New Testament to be
given by Divine Inspiration.””

Ask the children to turn to Luke
2:1-20 and have volunteers each
read a verse until the entire passage
has been read. Discuss how the
baby Jesus was born into the most
humble of buildings, and He went
on to be the most famous person
in history! We can be thankful for

and enjoy our homes whether they
are large or small.

Give each young person a paper
plate, large and mini marshmal-
lows and toothpicks. Ask them
to decide which ancient structure
they would like to recreate and
assist them as necessary. Explain
that they can build their buildings
by connecting marshmallows with
toothpicks.

Don’t Myth Out On Jesus This Year

Newport Beach, Ca (ANS)
-- As we all know, more wars
have been waged because of
religion than any other reason.
Even more prevalent than the
hellish experience of wars is the
continual spirit of divisiveness.
A deadly misunderstanding of
Jesus and his teachings has
caused most of these wars and
divisions. We have been miss-
ing out on Jesus by embracing a
variety of myths about Him.

A myth is passed on so fre-
quently that you blindly accept
itas THE truth and it becomes a
vital doctrine in your religious
beliefs. Therefore it is, at best,
a legend, a sort of spiritual
fairy tale that has become a
sacred belief for you and your
community, yet it is really a
well-intentioned falsehood or
misunderstanding. They have
developed from one generation
to another without questioning
its veracity.

The result? Jesus has become
distorted and misunderstood.
He has been hijacked by a
variety of religious groups
and his teachings have been
twisted. This is at the core of
why fewer and fewer people
are attracted to the Church. The
greatest attraction ever is miss-
ing or minimized...Jesus.

There is a desperate need to
re-introduce Jesus to those
who have ears to hear and
eyes to see.

FIRST — We desperately need to
re-introduce Jesus back into our
Churches and spiritual gatherings.
The last two weeks I’ve listened
to a pastor of one of the largest
churches in the USA. Although
the sermon was very good and
delivered well, Jesus was never
named. I’'m sure it was not this
man’s intent, but without Jesus
people can only identify as a
member/spectator of some orga-
nization. Jesus came to launch a
dynamic participatory movement.
The messages of the Church tend
to be less Jesus and more self-help
in substance.

SECOND — We desperately need
to re-introduce Jesus back into all
forms of communication—news-
letters, websites, blogs, small
groups and conversations. Without
Jesus being the emphasis, Jesus
will surely fall through the cracks
and will be greatly missed.

THIRD —We desperately need
to re-introduce Jesus to our
children. I’ve noticed Christian
children don’t know much about
Jesus. They know lots about the
Old Testament characters, which
are highly interesting stories. But
other than Jesus’ birth story (with
presents attached), the many sto-
ries and teachings of Jesus are just
not part of the regular curriculum
for children. Without Jesus, kids
become turned off with the reli-
gious system of do’s and don’ts
and are leaving Churches as they
are old enough to be on their
own. If they do stay, it’s usually
because of some level of guilt and
social obligation that has a grip
on them.

FOURTH—We desperately
need to re-introduce Jesus to our
community — family, friends,
colleagues and neighbors. Most
people continue to demonstrate
that they don’t want to go to
church—not yours, not any. The
statistics tell the story very clearly.
Without Jesus they are turned off
and turned away by the religiosi-
ties that are presented to them.

Some of the most important things
we must share about Jesus and His
teachings are the following:

Re-introduce the name of
Jesus. We talk too much about
God, the Lord, Christ, or the
man upstairs. It is the name of
Jesus that embodies the power.

Re-introduce the idea of fol-
lowing Jesus. We talk too much
about being a believer, accept-
ing Jesus as your Savior, being
a Christian or being born again.
The most common tag Jesus and
all of the Gospel writers used
was being a follower of Jesus.

Re-introduce Jesus into our
conversations. Talk about being
a Christian or your Christian
faith and people are put on the
defensive, thinking you want to
convert them. Talk about Jesus and
there is an unusual attraction and
irresistibility. We need to advance
the conversation of Jesus when-
ever possible and appropriate.
Re-introduce Jesus as the Gospel,
the Prince of peace, and the source
of real joy.

You know what it all comes down
to is this: Jesus unites; all other
religious systems and teachings
divide. Jesus is for everyone!

Millions of Buddhist, Hindus,
Jews, Muslims, agnostics and even
Christians are becoming followers
of Jesus today worldwide!

On the first of the year we usu-
ally make resolutions which last
little more than the time it took to
make them, hoping for a change
in our lives. Change can’t really
take place until we admit our
mistakes and ask God for forgive-
ness. That’s why God sent His Son
Jesus, into the world. For God so
loved the world, that he gave his
only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in him should not perish,
but have everlasting life. John 3:16
He understands your troubles and
desire to change. He knows you
want to follow Him. The scriptures
teache, That if thou shalt confess
with thy mouth the Lord Jesus,
and shalt believe in thine heart
that God hath raised him from the
dead, thou shalt be saved. Romans
10:9 I know it sounds to simple to
be true, but it is. Only believe and
you will be saved. Say a simple
prayer something like this:
